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Methodology and Statistical Concepts Guide

Bank: The Central Bank of Iraq.

Commercial Banks: include all national (private and state-owned) and
foreign banks operating in Iraqg licensed and subject to the Central Bank of
Iraq supervision including specialized and Islamic Banks, all those banks are
licensed to practice their business according to the provisions of the Central
Bank of Irag Law and the Banking Law, most recent is the Central Bank of
Irag Law No. 56 of 2004, Article 40, section 8 and the Banking Law No. 94
of 2004, Article 4 And Islamic Banking Law No. 43 of 2015.

Banking System: include the Central Bank and commercial banks operating
in Iraq.

Central Government: include all ministries in the country with entities and
administrations subject to it financially and administratively.

Public Institutions: include institutions or entities fully owned by the state
and independent financially and administratively and have their own
budgets.

Public Sector: include central government and public institutions.
Private Sector: include individuals, companies and private associations.

Money Issued: is the money issued by the Central Bank of Iraq consists for
circulation except for cash in the central bank vaults.

Monetary Base (MO0): represent issued money (Currency outside banks plus
Currency with Commercial Banks) plus commercial banks current accounts
with the Central bank of Iraq (in dinar & dollar).

Money Supply (M1): represent money outside banks plus transferable
deposits with the Central bank (in Dinar & Dollar), current deposits and
deposits of current nature in national and foreign currency for economic
sectors (excluding central government sector) with commercial banks

Money Supply (M2): represent narrow money plus other deposits for
economic sectors (excluding central government sector) with commercial
banks (in Dinar & Dollar) and postal savings deposits
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Currency outside banks: Represent money issued for circulation (except for
cash in the central bank vaults) minus cash asset in commercial banks vaults.

Deposits: includes all kind of deposits economic sectors with commercial
banks.

Cash Insurance: includes all outstanding cash insurance extended by
customers such as cash insurance on L/Cs and issued letters of guarantees or
any other cash insurance.

Foreign Assets (Net): includes foreign assets with the banking system minus
foreign liabilities on the banking system represented in the Central Bank and
banks operating in Irag.

Domestic Assets (Net): represents net total debts on the government and
debts on the private sector and other sectors with the net of other items.

Cash Credit Facilities: includes all outstanding balances for all types of cash
credit facilities and direct finance operations (current debit, discounted
commercial papers, loans & advances, and any other facilities) submitted by
commercial banks to all economic sectors.

Pledged Credit Facilities: includes all outstanding balances for all types of
pledged credit facilities (L/Cs and letters of guarantees) submitted by
commercial banks to all economic sectors.

Monetary Survey for Depositary Corporations: includes monetary survey of
both Central Bank and other depositary corporations represented by banks
operating in Irag.

Reserve Requirements: is a percentage of total deposits in all its types to be
maintained with the Central Bank, it accounts for 15% of current deposits in
Dollar& Dinar, 10% of saving and fixed deposits in Dollar& Dinar for
commercial banks and 5% for Islamic banks

Excess Reserve: is the excess of legal reserve requirement in commercial
banks deposits with the Central Bank of Irag.

Financial Soundness Indicators: Financial soundness indicators are
considered one of the financial analysis approaches in evaluating



commercial banks performance for profitability, liquidity and efficiency
areas in assets and liabilities management.
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Policy Rate: is the announced interest rate determined by the Central Bank
according to monetary policy objectives.

Interest Rate on primary credit: is policy rate +2.
Interest Rate on secondary credit: is policy rate +3.

Interest rate on loan of last resort: is policy rate +3.5.
These prices are subject to the instructions of the Central Bank of Iraq /
Financial Operations & Debt Management Dept.

Overall Deficit/Surplus: is the actual total revenues form which total actual
expenditures are deducted for the general budget of the state (Data on
surplus or deficits do not include government obligations).

Internal Public Debt: represents outstanding domestic debt on the
government including the outstanding balance of treasury bills in addition to
other facilities that the government gets from the banking system.

Iraqi Dinar exchange rate against the US dollar: is the rate determined by the
Central Bank of Iraq through CBI window for buying and selling foreign
currency.

Consumer Price Index (CPI): it measures the general level of a fixed basket
weights of goods and services the Iragi family consumes in Iraq, with a
certain base year (2012=100). The figure is prepared by the CSO.

Core Inflation: Core Inflation has been calculated after excluding some
volatile products prices presented in Fruit and Vegetable sub-groups in Food
and Non- Alcoholic Beverages and the fuel products (kerosene, LPG) in
Housing division. Basic and it is prepared by the CSO.

Market Value: is the market value of the capital of the companies listed in
Iraqi Stock Exchange Market, it is calculated by multiplying total number of
stocks subscribed in by the closing price of the last trading day.

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Iragi Balance of Payments : the Iragi balance of payment and external trade
reflects recent developments in terms of the concepts included in the balance
of Payments and International Investment Position Manual sixth edition

Real Time Gross settlement System (RTGS)

It is a system for the exchange of electronic payments between Banks
through secure & efficient network which secures the processing of actual
and final settlement of payment orders between the participants continuously
through working day.

Check — automated clearing house) (C-ACH)

It is a system that enables Banks and their branches to participate in the
exchange of payment orders between them automatically; payments orders
are processed and final settlement net is sent to RTGS. Through RTGS,
coded electronic checks are kept at the branch where they are initially
deposited & a copy of check and its data is sent to the branch drawn from.

Financial Inclusion: is enhancing access and usage of all society segments,
especially the poor & fragile to produce financial services & products that
suites their needs with reasonable costs, protect financial services
consumers and encourage them to manage their funds& savings with an
easy way.
